FIRST DAYS –SEPARATION ANXIETY

If your child should experience separation anxiety, please know that this is

completely normal and can come and go throughout the year. There are a

few steps that you can take to help your child. Follow very similar routines

each morning before you come to school. When you arrive at Joyful

Noise, come to their classroom, sign them in, place their belongings in

their cubby or on their hook. Take your child to a staff member, give them

a big hug and kiss, confidently say, “I love you and I will see you in a

while”, then quietly leave the classroom. Please know that it does take

some children at least 6-8 weeks or more to gain trust in their new teachers

and friends. Don’t be surprised if your child has struggles off and on dur-

ing the year. Changes in their routine, sleep or stressful situations may

cause temporary anxiety. We will work through these rough times together

and be assured, if we need your assistance, we will be sure to contact you.

Your child is required to receive a flu vaccine annually since

they are enrolled in a preschool /daycare. Proof of this shot

must be provided to us between September 1st and Decem-

ber 31st by your physician. Proof of lead screening, re-

corded on the Universal Child Health Record (updated annu-

ally during enrollment), must also be given.
